EHU Emergency Fund

Guidelines for Operation

1

The EHU Emergency Fund is established in order to

· cover additional costs of the EHU caused by accepting qualified Belarusians for study at EHU as means of continuing their studies for obtaining a degree if they are expelled from Belarusian Universities or otherwise not able to study at Belarusian Universities for political reasons 
· provide scholarships for EHU students who are expelled from Belarusian Universities or otherwise not able to study at Belarusian Universities for political reasons

The use of funds in the Emergency Fund, including the size and distribution of scholarships, is decided by a Committee consisting of

· two representatives from the EHU administration and faculty

· one representative from the EHU Governing Board

· one representative from the EHU Trust Fund

· two representatives from non-governmental organisations engaged in democracy, human rights and the development of civil society in Belarus

Members of the Committee are appointed by the Rector of the EHU.

The Committee shall establish written criteria for the distribution of scholarships according to the basic aims of the Emergency Fund (see paragraph 1).

The Committee shall ensure that all scholarship recipients fulfil basic academic requirements set by the EHU.

The Committee shall aim to make all decisions unanimously. If this is not possible, decisions may be taken by a simple majority. 

The Committee shall elect a Chair who reports to the EHU Governing Board (in between meetings, to the Executive Committee).

Otherwise, the Committee may establish its working order and criteria for distributing scholarships independently.

The Emergency Fund shall be a separate budget line in the EHU annual budget, enabling separate tracking of the funds.

Funds to the Emergency Fund shall be collected by the EHU Trust Fund separately from other funding, and thereby the funds are regarded as earmarked funding as described in the EHU Trust Fund Terms of Reference, paragraphs 4.7.1 and 5.2. 

The EHU Trust Fund shall inform the EHU regularly of the amount of funds in the Emergency Fund, and disperse the funds to the EHU upon request from the EHU.

The Emergency Fund is established by decision of the EHU Governing Board / Executive Committee upon approval of these Guidelines, and can be terminated by the Board / Executive Committee at any time. In case of termination, the remaining funds are transferred to general scholarship funds of the EHU.
